1. Trials → Endurance → _____________
Trials are part of life. God uses them to grow us, not break us.
“Consider it a great joy… whenever you experience various trials…”
James 1:2–4

2. Asking in Faith → _____________
There are times we don’t know what to do. God invites us to ask Him for
wisdom and trust Him.
“If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask God…”
James 1:5–8

3. Desire → Sin → _____________
Sin doesn’t appear suddenly—it grows. Catch it early and deal with it honestly.
“After desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin…”
James 1:15

4. Hearing Only → _____________
Knowing God’s Word isn’t enough—we must live it out.
“Be doers of the word and not hearers only…”
James 1:22
