|f you're not used to reac]ing the Bible claily, start with this easy to use tool to read a chapter of
the New Testament in 5 minutes a clay. This reacling plan will take you through all 260 chapters
of the New Testament, one chapter per day. The Gospels are read throughout the year to weave

in the story of Christ all year long.

£ DAYS A WEEK

Determine a time and location to spend 5 minutes a day for 5 days a week. lt is best to have a

consistent time and a quiet place where you can regularly meet with the Lord.

1. Underline or highlight I(ey words or phrases in the Bible passage. Use a pen or highlighter to
mark new discoveries from the text.

2.Put it in your own words. Read the passage or verse slowly, then rewrite each phrase or
sentence using your own words.

3. Ask and answer questions. Questions unlock new discoveries and meanings. Ask questions
about the passage using these words: who, what, why, when, where, or how. Jot down your
answers to these questions.

4, Capture the hig idea. God's Word communicates hig ideas. Perioclically ask: What's the hig
idea in this sentence, paragraph, or chapter?

5. Personalize the meaning. Respond as God speal(s to you through the Scriptures. Ask: How
could my life be clifferent today as| responcl to what I'm reading?
