As we continue our Lenten journey, the Church invites us more 
deeply into prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. Almsgiving is not 
simply an act of generosity; it is an act of love. It is a concrete 
way of recognizing Christ in the poor and responding with 
compassion. When we give, we imitate the self-giving love of 
Jesus, who poured Himself out completely for us. 

In our parish, we have two beautiful opportunities to live this call 
in a tangible way. First, our participation in the ShareLife 
campaign unites us with Catholics across the Archdiocese in 
supporting agencies that serve the vulnerable, the marginalized, 
and those struggling with mental health challenges, homelessness, 
and family hardship.
