Pastor’s Corner

So, I dropped a bombshell of an announcement last weekend. 
The call from the Archdiocese informing me of the appointment 
came on March 10th and the letter arrived a week later. I will 
keep most of that conversation private, but the word that was 
spoken to me at the conclusion of the conversation I will make 
known. It came from Sacred Scripture and the prophet 
Jeremiah: “For I know the plans I have for you, says the Lord, 
plans for welfare and not for evil, to give you a future and a 
hope.” - Jeremiah 29:11

process the move and go through the human stages of receiving 
truly life changing news.

With the moves now released, Fr Laszlo Nagy the current pastor 
of Holy Family, Whitby will be taking up his role as pastor of 
St. Mary Star of the Sea on June 24th. Please keep him in your 
prayers for his openness to the Holy Spirit to lead and guide 
him.
