Pastor’s Corner

During a recent visit to St. James Catholic Global Learning 
Centre, one Grade 4 student surprised me by asking about the 
Beard-B-Gone fundraiser at St. Mary Star of the Sea Parish. 
The classroom reaction was a mix of excitement and mourning 
as I announced the beard’s upcoming demise. One student 
eagerly asked if people would be able to watch the shaving 
happen. While it won’t be live and in-person, we hope to film it 
for everyone to enjoy afterward! Another older student 
suggested that the highest donor should get the honour of 
making the first cut. A creative idea… but absolutely not! 

But did you know that I took a very loose interpretation from 
scripture for the idea of this fundraiser to take facial hair and 
turn it into a visible sign of sacrifice, generosity and fun? In 
Scripture, those who made a Nazirite vow (cf. Num 6) 
dedicated themselves to the Lord and avoided the razor for a 
time. When the vow ended, the hair came off as part of the 
offering. I thought about taking the clippings and burning it to 
make the offering more biblical…but the smell would be awful. 

As a reminder, all donations from Beard-B-Gone will support 
our parish Youth Ministry and evangelization efforts, helping 
young people encounter Jesus, grow in faith, and build a strong 
Catholic community. So please, continue to pray for our parish 
and young people and give generously to the fundraiser.
