As her parents asked about their home church and why no
one had come to visit, she felt a deep longing to meet their
spiritual needs. But distance made it difficult to provide the
kind of in-person care they were yearning for. Moved by the
discovery of the bears and the message of comfort they
carried, she reached out to us, hoping someone from
Christ’s Church might be able to connect with them.

Dale Reeves graciously stepped in to visit her parents. While
they may not have fully recognized him, we trust they felt
the warmth of his presence and the love of Christ shining
through. This moment is a beautiful reminder that God’s
love can reach beyond memory and distance—sometimes
through something as simple as a bear.

And the timing couldn’t have been more meaningful—her
email arrived just after Bear Sunday, when our church
celebrated 741 bears sponsored! What a powerful
testimony of how God uses even small acts of kindness to
bring hope and connection when it’s needed most.
