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 Stand therefore, having fastened on
the belt of truth, and having put on
the breastplate of righteousness,

and, as shoes for your feet, having
put on the gospel of peace. In all

circumstances take up the shield of
faith, with which you can extinguish
all the flaming darts of the evil one;
and take the helmet of salvation, and
sword of the Spirit, which is the word

of God, praying at all times in the
Spirit with all prayer and

supplication. To that end, keep alert
with all perseverance, making
supplication for all the saints... 

Ephesians 6:14-18
  Have you ever driven a
motorcycle? I have not driven one
since I was in college. A few friends
had motorcycles and they let me try
them out. Aside from all the other
safety issues, I discovered one
thing that is important AT ALL
TIMES! This was eye protection!

  Clinton E. Arnold explains that we are
not talking about a small shield that
only protects a small area. The shield
Paul describes is about the size of a
door! This shield, used in the first
century, was wrapped in animal skin
(leather). This would extinguish the
flaming darts shot by a Roman warrior.
  What are the flaming darts of the evil
one? This is the same old story:
temptation, shame (Satan means the
accuser), false teaching, doubts, fear,
etc (per Clinton E. Arnold). We don’t let
these flaming darts hit us and stand in
our own strength. The shield of faith is
big enough to protect us from head to
toe! Faith is not only what saves us
(because of grace), faith is also the
shield to help us resist the flaming
darts of Satan that try to knock us to
the ground. Whatever we face, at all
times we need faith. Thank you, Jesus,
for giving us a shield of faith!

  Whether you use sunglasses or
better yet, wear a helmet with a face
shield, this protection is ALWAYS
important! Just look at the front end
of your car after a long trip...bug
splatters everywhere! Imagine if that
was your face, or worse yet, your
eyes! Those little things hurt when
you are going 25 or 30 mph. They
could leave a mark in a 65 mph
collision with your face. Ouch!
  This week we have our fifth
installment of Paul’s description of
“The Whole Armor.” Paul says we
need the shield of faith, “in all
circumstances.” Much worse than
bugs, we could be smacked, or
pierced, by the flaming darts (arrows
or missiles) of the evil one. Talk
about leaving a mark! Flaming
arrows would never be received
well. We don’t just get up and get
right back into the battle after such
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Hope Builders interest form
