“The saying trustworthy: If anyone

aspires to the office of overseer, he

desires a noble task. Therefore an
overseer must be above reproach, the
husband of one wife, sober-minded,

self-controlled, respectable, hospitable,

able to teach, not a drunkard, not
violent but gentle, not quarrelsome,
not a lover of money. He must manage
his own household well, with all
dignity keeping his children
submissive, for if someone does not
know how to manage his own
household, how will he care for God’s
church? He must not be a recent
convert, or he may become puffed up
with conceit and fall into the
condemnation of the devil. Moreover,
he must be well thought of by
outsiders, so that he may not fall into
disgrace, into a snare of the devil.”
Hebrews 12:14
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Last week we talked about how at
the Global Methodist Convening
General Conference, the delegates
updated the vision and mission to
include and emphasize that we are
called to scriptural holiness. An
emphasis on scriptural holiness
distinguishes a methodist from other
denominations. It also was de-
emphasized over the years in our
previous denomination.

Closely related to this was a hotly
debated topic. Some in the GMC
believe we need bishops, others
loathe the idea as outdated and a
throwback to United Methodism. |
must admit that | struggled with this
as well. After all, 1 Timothy 3 (in the
first column) is Paul’s overview of
bishops to Timothy. The ESV
interprets the Greek “episkopé” as
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“overseer.” The King James uses the
term “bishop,” while the ESV uses the
term “church leader.” A bishop is a
leader of leaders. One who oversees
a group of assemblies (churches). Paul
names several qualities to which a
bishop must be held accountable.
The difficulty is that the bishops, in
our previous world, were no longer
accountable and held life terms. Many
believed they were above reproach
and were not even expected to be the
husband of one wife. The arrogance
many displayed diminished trust of
the office of the episcopacy (bishops).
Global Methodist bishops will be
different. First, they are held
accountable and do NOT have
unlimited power. They also have term
limits. Pray for our interim bishops!
