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  “So Jesus said to the Jews who had
believed him, “If you abide in my

word, you are truly my disciples, and
you will know the truth, and the truth

will set you free.”  
John 8:31-32

   The world in which Jesus
unleashed the Gospel was
anything but free. Ask the
disciples, the Truth could get you
killed! First, the religious leaders
didn’t like his words. This was the
original cancel culture! They
warned him to shut his mouth and
stay in his lane. John and Peter
were beaten and warned never to
speak in the name of Jesus again.
  Eventually, these religious
leaders convinced Rome that
Jesus was a rebel who spoke of
disposing Cesar and taking over

to assemble, and to petition the
Government for a redress of
grievances.” 
  What we tend to forget is that when
we combine the freedom of the First
Amendment of the Constitution with
the freedom from sin that Jesus gives
us through the Gospel, we have the
freedom to change the world for
heavenly purposes.
  Today, let us remember that sharing
the Gospel isn’t always easy, but it’s
an inalienable right. This year, to
celebrate independence, help
someone know the truth that truly
sets us free. 
  With Jesus, we have the ultimate
freedom. The repression of sin has no
power in the light of the Gospel. Live
into this and share Jesus with others.
The truth shall set you free. 

as its rightful king. This was
perceived as insurrection, worthy of
death. In the first century, all but
one of the apostles would be killed,
and the other was exiled.
  As we celebrate our
independence this 4th of July, may
we remember and praise God for
the freedoms we have in the United 
States. Therefore, in the U.S., none
of our lives are in danger for
sharing the Gospel of Jesus, as in
the Roman empire. The first
amendment ensures this liberty:
“Congress shall make no law
respecting an establishment of
religion, or prohibiting the free
exercise thereof; or abridging the
freedom of speech, or of the press;
or the right of the people peaceably
