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  Paul encouraged Timothy to be ready
in season and out of season to share
the gospel of Jesus Christ! He also
commanded that he be sober-minded,
enduring suffering so he could do the
work of an evangelist. Timothy could
NOT get lulled into a false sense of
security. Being ready to preach the
gospel requires flexibility and
commitment. There might be pressures
NOT to preach the truth, but Timothy
needed to stand up and face those
pressures head-on!
  Speaking of in-season and out-of-
season, we are entering a new season!
As I write this, it is supposed to grow
progressively colder. The weekend
forcast calls for “mixed winter weather.”
This sounds like snow and ice
possibilities. 
  Currently, I ask you to be ready and to
be flexible. We will try to make the call
by Saturday afternoon on whether or
not we will be having worship services
this Sunday, January 5 at our normal
location.

  First, be assured that with today’s tech,
we will most likely still be ready to
preach the Gospel. I plan to offer
announcements, prayers, a sermon, and
a blessing from right here in my home
office with a fire roaring right next to
me! This would be via Facebook Live,
so you would just go to the One Hope
Facebook page and we would begin at
9 a.m. If you haven’t liked or followed

prepare for this in advance. If you don’t
have Facebook, know that I will try to
post it on YouTube and on our website,
onehopekc.org, afterward.
