The Church’s Position on Alcohol Consumption

Our Position on Alcohol Consumption

At the Wilmington Church of Christ, we believe the Bible is the inspired Word of God and our final authority in all matters of faith and practice. Our position on alcohol consumption is based upon Scripture that teaches drunkenness is a sin and has no place in the life of a Christian (Ephesians 5:18; 1 Corinthians 6:10).
The Bible does not forbid all use of alcohol. Jesus turned water into wine (John 2:1–11), and Paul advised Timothy to use a little wine for health (1 Timothy 5:23). However, while moderate consumption may be permissible, believers must weigh several important concerns:
· Wisdom: Even small amounts can impair judgment and lower resistance to temptation.
· Addiction: Paul warns against being mastered by anything (1 Corinthians 6:12). Alcohol can be addictive and destructive.
· Witness: Paul teaches that our freedom must never become a stumbling block to others (1 Corinthians 8:9). In today’s culture, drinking is often associated with ungodly living and can damage Christian testimony.
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
