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Homosexuality

Our Position on Homosexuality
The Wilmington Church of Christ believes the Bible is the inspired Word of God and our authority in all matters of faith and practice. Scripture teaches that God designed sexual intimacy for marriage between one man and one woman (Genesis 2:24; Matthew 19:5–6; Hebrews 13:4).
Because of this, we believe homosexual behavior is contrary to God’s design and is described in Scripture as sin (Leviticus 18:22; Romans 1:26–27; 1 Corinthians 6:9–11). However, like all sin, it is not beyond the reach of God’s grace. In Christ, forgiveness, cleansing, and transformation are possible for every person who repents and turns to Him.
We also recognize that all people are sinners in need of God’s mercy (Romans 2:1). Therefore, our approach must reflect both truth and compassion. Those struggling with same-sex attraction, like anyone wrestling with temptation, are loved by God and welcome to attend our services.
Anyone seeking baptism, membership, or leadership must first submit to Christ’s lordship and commit to sexual purity. If a member falls into sexual sin, we lovingly call them to repentance and provide support.
The good news is that Jesus offers both mercy and freedom. Through the Holy Spirit, anyone can live a life transformed by His grace.
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
